Take care when placing the botedge of the exposed glass down onto
tiles. Product warranty applies to quality of glassduced, it does not apply where breakage
occurs on site during installation.

FOR STANDARD SIZE PROFINISH WEDGE BASE AND CHANNEL
GRATE

GENERAL The Newline ProFinish WEDGE Tile Tray and Newli@bannel Grate Kit are two of the
components of an integrated tile shower base sysiher materials that will effect the installatioh
the ProFinish WEDGE to the correct height are kiekhess of the waterproofing, depth of tile
adhesive and the thickness of the tile itself.

NOTE These instructions are based on a minimum tikkit@ss of 8mm. Set out commences in the
following order after the walls have been lined #iodrs have been prepared.

SUMMARY OF INSTALLATION PROCESS
STEP 1
IMPORTANT Notes on floor preparation.
Make sure the floor is clean, free of dust anchigwen flat surface. Check using a spirit level, dnd
necessary, use a suitable levelling compound t@cbany unevenness or hollows in the floor. When
fitting tiles to timber floors, we recommend thesws Hardies Slate Tile Underlay. Wooden floors
that have been oiled are not suitable as a gluifgee and should be covered with slate tile uragerl

STEP 2

Temporarily place the standard size ProFinish WED@§in position. Place the 125mm x 5.00mm x
1000mm packing in position and mark the correagtleron it to fit along the thin end of the WEDGE
tray, inside the hob. Remove the WEDGE tray andipgahen trim the packing to the length
marked.

STEP 3

Discuss with the plumber the position the channaegwill occupy on your floor area and select a
suitable position for the waste outlet to be inethin the floor. The outlet will be positioned tiit

the area covered by the 125mm x 5.00mm packing.

Once the position of the outlet has been determivitidn the area covered by the packing, the
waterproof flange can be installed within the areaked out for the channel grate, be sealed and
secured to the floor and connected to the waste qigiet. No waterproofing will have been done at
this point.

STEP 4

The ProFinish WEDGE tray and 5x125mm packing avedjin place and waterproofing is applied
down walls, over the WEDGE into the channel andwh&erproof flange. Some waterproofing
systems may require the application of a primeo dm¢ waterproof flange that is fitted into theoflo

In some cases a primer must also be used pribetapplication of waterproofing on to the ProFinish
WEDGE. Refer to waterproofing manufacturers indtamns before applying.

STEP 5

The ProFinish WEDGE is now ready for tiling. Tilisgould finish a minimum of 2mm above the
finished height of the grate.

When tiling walls, enough room needs to be letiltow for removal of the PVC channel and the
stainless steel grating. Do not install tiles terthang the grate at wall ends.

STEP 6

The PVC channel is assembled and installed indwghess area created by the 125x5mm packing
after waterproofing and tiling has been complefde: stainless steel grate is cut and fitted allgwin
enough clearance from adjoining wall and floorstifer possible future removal.

The above is a general description of the ordémgifillation only. Detailed instructions follow.
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DETAILED INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

FLOOR PREPARATION

Make sure the floor is clean, free of dust anchigeen flat surface. Check using a spirit level
and if necessary use a suitable levelling compaardrrect any unevenness or hollows in
the floor.

When fitting tiles to timber floors we recommene tse of Hardies Slate Tile Underlay.
Wooden floors that have been oiled are not suitabla gluing surface and should be covered
with slate tile underlay.

Push the tray temporarily in position and marklo®Smmx125mm packer the correct length
to fit along the thin end of the wedge tray (bugtup against the sill for 2 sided trays).
Remove the tray and packer. Trim the packer tatineect length as marked.

Place the 5mmx125mm packer temporarily in posikuere you wish to install the channel
grate.

Draw around the perimeter of the packer placecherfloor, remove the packer and retain for
future use. Install the waterproof flange in thaofl within the marked area and connect the
waterproof flange to the waste outlet, refer Didg1B.

Cut the 125mm packer to fit around the outsiderpeter of the waterproof flange installed in
the floor and glue it to the floor within the madkarea, refer Diag 1B.

FLOORING SUBSTRATE
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The ProFinish WEDGE provides slope to the chanregkg A waterproof membrane is
applied over the ProFinish WEDGE. The ProFinish V@is not a flooring substrate and
must be fully supported by a suitable flooring dtdte such as concrete, timber, particle
board, plywood or fibre cement sheeting. The PrsRIRVEDGE is installed after wall
cladding is fixed but before the tiles are laid.

The 5mm x 125mm packing has now been glued inipasifter trimming it to the correct
length and cutting a hole around the waterpraofde which has been installed and sealed
into the flooring.

Next glue the ProFinish WEDGE tray to the flooraadjnt to the 125mm wide packing, butt

jointing against the packer. Use the grid pattersteown in the diagram above. Do not just

drop the ProFinish WEDGE on to spots of glue, agplytinuous lines in 6mm raised beads,
60mm apart.

Weigh the ProFinish WEDGE tray down to ensure tloe ¢ compressed under the ProFinish
WEDGE tray and it has no movement. Ensure theiglaempressed over the whole surface
of the ProFinish WEDGE tray so that it is in salmhtact with the flooring.

Once the ProFinish WEDGE tray has been glued iceptlae waterproofing can be applied
according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Nsaime waterproofing applications require a
primer to be used on PVC fittings and waterproaffles. Some waterproofing brands also
require the application of a primer to the ProfhnW8EDGE tray before waterproofing is
applied.
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WATERPROOFING INSTRUCTIONS

Waterproof Membranes

Once the base is secured to the floor, it is réadthe application of your choice of
waterproof membrane. Listed below are waterproofiragpufacturers who have approved
their product for application to the ProFinish teayd their warranty’s?lease ensure your
waterproofer or tiler uses one of these products. &er Table 1. Many of the products

listed are available for D.l.Y applications, weagunend that you contact one of the certified
contractors listed, to apply the waterproofing. @lmanufacturer’'s warranties are voided if
an approved person is not used to apply them).

Application of waterproofing

Apply the waterproof membrane according to the nfeaturer’s instructions. Ensure
waterproofing is applied down into the waterprdahfje and the 125mm formed channel in
which the PVC channel and grate will be fitted taome waterproofing membranes may
require a primer to be applied to the waterproafdle. Floor areas outside the shower should
also have a waterproofing membrane applied, poiditihg.

NOTE: Some waterproofing brands require a primdre@pplied to the ProFinish WEDGE
prior to the application of their waterproofing drats.

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PVC CHANNEL AND STAINLESS STEEL GRATE INSTRUCTIONS

Once waterproofing is completed and walls have Ihgsh the channel and grate needs to be
cut to length and have the end caps glued in am&gigot glued in the correct position to
enable it to locate into the waterproof flange.

Measure the length of the channel into which th@ni wide trough will be fitted and
deduct 5mm. Cut the PVC channel and glue the exp$ sh place. Mark the location for the
spigot, drill a 51mm (2" hole) and glue the spitgmthe underside of the PVC channel.

Locate the spigot into the waterproofed leak cdrtamge fitted in the floor and align parallel
with the front edge of the ProFinish WEDGE. Pickaugall tile and floor tile and place them
against the wall and floor in position against $ige of the channel. This will help place the
channel in its final position and you can check gfau will be able to remove the grate for
cleaning once tiling is completed. Glue the PVCruota in place with silicone. Fill the space
on each side of the PVC channel with silicone ougrbefore laying the last row of floor

tiles that will butt up to the side of the PVC cheah

Cut the stainless steel grate to length using leoremetal cutting blade or a 32 tooth hacksaw
blade.

When tiling, sufficient clearance should be allovedpossible removal of the stainless steel
grate if needed. Tiles should finish 2mm abovegtage. When tiling is completed, silicone
should be applied to the join between the PVC chband the tiles on all sides.
